The OPC encourages the CDC to continue engaging with Government and other parties to reduce the arbitrary housing target in the light of most of the CDC area being national landscape, and  that there has been no economic assessment of the housing need or realistic appraisal of the infrastructure implications  The targets are not balanced or sustainable. 
 The CDC needs to argue strongly that although the programme allows for a review of infrastructure feasibility it is already clear that there is no evidence that across government there is   coordination of investment in NHS , Highways , Flooding , Drainage and Rail meaning that it is inevitable that houses will be built without corresponding infrastructure which will  impact existing residents , the environment and services. Local services are already overstretched in Healthcare, Education and emergency services. 
The OPC urges CDC to speed up the process in view of the impact on areas and communities that have “indicative sites”  
The OPC objects to the indicative sites that are in rural and non-principal settlements representing 12 % of the target in view of the impact on the national landscape and rural communities. Highways in the rural communities are already under considerable pressure and unable to cope effectively with the volumes of traffic. 
The OPC strongly objects to the indicative sites and 1700 houses target in the Moreton in Marsh area. A cursory review of the infrastructure requirement given the constraints of road, rail, flooding and the national landscape would conclude that the level of housing is not feasible given the unique characteristics of Moreton. The current minor developments have seen traffic congestion worsening, services overstretched and the rural charm being eroded. Local employment does not match proposed housing scale. Moreton is a small rural town with limited employers, meaning most new residents would commute elsewhere. The Morton indicative targets are a direct result of the rest of CDC area having 84 % national landscape and  Moreton will therefore receive disproportionately more development  
The OPC acknowledges that given the impossible challenge that CDC has been given by the Government the Local Plan review represents a broadly reasonable approach to the targets notwithstanding that the targets are unachievable and not sustainable .
